Trend information

Macroeconomic environment

Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe.

In 2018, global growth remained healthy at around 3.7% (according to the IMF),
reflecting a stabilised growth rate in advanced economies (+2.4% after +2.3% in 2017)
and in emerging economies (+4.6% after +4.7% in 2017). Since the economy was at
the peak of its cycle in large developed countries, central banks continued to tighten
accommodating monetary policy or planned to taper it. With inflation levels still
moderate, however, central banks were able to manage this transition gradually,
thereby limiting the risks of a marked downturn in economic activity. Thus, the IMF
expects the global growth rate experienced over the last two years to continue in 2019
(+3.5%) despite the slight slowdown expected in advanced economies.

In this context, the following two risk categories can be identified:
Risks of financial instability due to the conduct of monetary policies

Two risks should be emphasised: a sharp increase in interest rates and the current
very accommodating monetary policy being maintained for too long.

On the one hand, the continued tightening of monetary policy in the United States
(which started in 2015) and the less-accommodating monetary policy in the euro zone
(reduction in asset purchases started in January 2018, with an end in December 2018)
involve risks of financial turbulence and economic slowdown more pronounced than
expected. The risk of an inadequately controlled rise in long-term interest rates may in
particular be emphasised, under the scenario of an unexpected increase in inflation or
an unanticipated tightening of monetary policies. If this risk materialises, it could have
negative consequences on the asset markets, particularly those for which risk
premiums are extremely low compared to their historic average, following a decade of
accommodating monetary policies (credit to non-investment grade corporates or
countries, certain sectors of the equity and bond markets, etc.) as well as on certain
interest rate sensitive sectors.

On the other hand, despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which
may encourage excessive risk-taking among some financial market participants:
lengthening maturities of financings and assets held, less stringent credit policy, and
an increase in leveraged financings. Some of these participants (insurance
companies, pension funds, asset managers, etc.) have an increasingly systemic
dimension and in the event of market turbulence (linked for example to a sharp rise in
interest rates and/or a sharp price correction) they could be brought to unwind large
positions in relatively weak market liquidity.

Systemic risks related to increased debt

Macroeconomically, the impact of an interest rate increase could be significant for
countries with high public and/or private debt-to-GDP. This is particularly the case for
certain European countries (in particular Greece, ltaly, and Portugal), which are
posting public debt-to-GDP ratios often above 100% but also for emerging countries.

Between 2008 and 2018, the latter recorded a marked increase in their debt, including
foreign currency debt owed to foreign creditors. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt, but also the public sector to a lesser extent,
particularly in Africa. These countries are particularly vulnerable to the prospect of a
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tightening in monetary policies in the advanced economies. Capital outflows could
weigh on exchange rates, increase the costs of servicing that debt, import inflation,
and cause the emerging countries' central banks to tighten their credit conditions. This
would bring about a reduction in forecast economic growth, possible downgrades of
sovereign ratings, and an increase in risks for the banks. While the exposure of the
BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the vulnerability of these
economies may generate disruptions in the global financial system that could affect
the Group and potentially alter its results.

It should be noted that debt-related risk could materialise, not only in the event of a
sharp rise in interest rates, but also with any negative growth shocks.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions

Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:

- regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV
("CRD4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international
standard for total loss-absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation
as a financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial
Stability Board;

- the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks;

- the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of
6 November 2014;

- the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

- the Final Rule by the US Federal Reserve imposing tighter prudential rules
on the US transactions of large foreign banks, notably the obligation to create
a separate intermediary holding company in the US (capitalised and subject
to regulation) to house their US subsidiaries;

- the new rules for the regulation of over-the-counter derivative activities
pursuant to Title VII of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer
Protection Act, notably margin requirements for uncleared derivative products
and the derivatives of securities traded by swap dealers, major swap
participants, security-based swap dealers and major security-based swap
participants, and the rules of the US Securities and Exchange Commission
which require the registration of banks and major swap participants active on
derivatives markets and transparency and reporting on derivative
transactions;
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- the new Markets in Financial Instruments Directive ("MiFID 11") and Markets
in Financial Instruments Regulation ("MiFIR"), and European regulations
governing the clearing of certain over-the-counter derivative products by
centralised counterparties and the disclosure of securities financing
transactions to centralised bodies;

- the General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") came into force on 25 May
2018. This regulation aims to move the European data confidentiality
environment forward and improve personal data protection within the
European Union. Businesses run the risk of severe penalties if they do not
comply with the standards set by the GDPR. This Regulation applies to all
banks providing services to European citizens; and

- the finalisation of Basel 3 published by the Basel committee in December
2017, introducing a revision to the measurement of credit risk, operational
risk and credit valuation adjustment ("CVA") risk for the calculation of risk-
weighted assets. These measures are expected to come into effect in
January 2022 and will be subject to an output floor (based on standardised
approaches), which will be gradually applied as of 2022 and reach its final
level in 2027.

Moreover, in this tougher regulatory context, the risk of non-compliance with existing
laws and regulations, in particular those relating to the protection of the interests of
customers and personal data, is a significant risk for the banking industry, potentially
resulting in significant losses and fines. In addition to its compliance system, which
specifically covers this type of risk, the BNP Paribas Group places the interest of its
customers, and more broadly that of its stakeholders, at the heart of its values. Thus,
the code of conduct adopted by the BNP Paribas Group in 2016 sets out detailed
values and rules of conduct in this area.

Cyber security and technology risk

BNPP's ability to do business is intrinsically tied to the fluidity of electronic transactions
as well as the protection and security of information and technology assets.

The technological change is accelerating with the digital transformation and the
resulting increase in the number of communications circuits, proliferation in data
sources, growing process automation, and greater use of electronic banking
transactions.

The progress and acceleration of technological change are giving cybercriminals new
options for altering, stealing, and disclosing data. The number of attacks is increasing,
with a greater reach and sophistication in all sectors, including financial services.

The outsourcing of a growing number of processes also exposes the BNP Paribas
Group to structural cyber security and technology risks leading to the appearance of
potential attack vectors that cybercriminals can exploit.

Accordingly, the BNP Paribas Group has a second line of defence within the
risk function dedicated to managing technological and cyber security risks.
Thus, operational standards are regularly adapted to support BNPP's digital
evolution and innovation while managing existing and emerging threats (such
as cyber-crime, espionage, etc.).

options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee, some of which are
beyond its control. In particular, the Issuer and the Guarantor, together with the BNPP
Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities, as described below:

Guarantor

Seven main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities:

1)Credit Risk - Credit risk is defined as the probability of a borrower or
counterparty defaulting on its obligations to BNPP. Probability of default
along with the recovery rate of the loan or debt in the event of default are
essential elements in assessing credit quality. BNPP's risk-weighted
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assets subject to this type of risk amounted to EUR 504 billion at 31
December 2018. In accordance with the EBA recommendations, this
category of risk also includes risks on equity investments, as well as those
related to insurance activities.

2) Operational risk - Operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from failed or

inadequate internal processes (particularly those involving personnel and
information systems) or external events, whether deliberate, accidental or
natural (floods, fires, earthquakes, terrorist attacks, etc.). Operational risks
include fraud, human resources risks, legal and reputational risks, non-
compliance risks, tax risks, information systems risks, risk of providing
inadequate financial services (conduct risk), risk of failure of operational
processes including credit processes, or from the use of a model (model
risk), as well as potential financial consequences related to reputation risk
management. BNPP’s risk-weighted assets subject to this type of risk
amounted to EUR 73 billion at 31 December 2018.

3)Counterparty Risk - Counterparty risk arises from BNPPs credit risk in the

specific context of market transactions, investments, and/or settlements.
The amount of this risk varies over time depending on fluctuations in
market parameters affecting the potential future value of the transactions
concerned. BNPP’s risk-weighted assets subject to this type of risk
amounted to EUR 27 billion at 31 December 2018.

4)Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of loss of value caused by an unfavorable

trend in prices or market parameters. Market parameters include, but are
not limited to, exchange rates, prices of securities and commodities
(whether the price is directly quoted or obtained by reference to a
comparable asset), the price of derivatives on an established market and
all benchmarks that can be derived from market quotations such as
interest rates, credit spreads, volatility or implicit correlations or other
similar parameters. BNPP’s risk-weighted assets subject to this type of risk
amounted to EUR 20 billion at 31 December 2018.

5)Securitisation Risk - Securitisation is a transaction or arrangement by which

the credit risk associated with a liability or set of liabilities is subdivided into
tranches. Any commitment made under a securitisation structure
(including derivatives and liquidity lines) is considered to be a
securitisation. The bulk of these commitments are in the prudential
banking portfolio. BNPP’s risk-weighted assets subject to this type of risk
amounted to EUR 7 billion at 31 December 2018.

6)Risks related to deferred taxes and certain holdings in credit or financial

institutions — amounts below the prudential capital deduction thresholds
generate risk-weighted assets amounting to EUR 17 billion at 31
December 2018.

T)Liquidity risk — Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honor its

commitments or unwind or offset a position due to market conditions or
specific factors within a specified period of time and at a reasonable cost.
It reflects the risk of not being able to cope with net cash outflows,
including collateral requirements, over short-term to long-term horizons.
The BNPP Group's specific risk can be assessed through its short-term
liquidity ratio, which analyses the hedging of net cash outflows during a
30-day stress period.

More generally, the risks to which the BNPP Group is exposed may arise from a
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number of factors related, among other things, to changes in its macroeconomic,
competitive, market and regulatory environment or the implementation of its strategy,
its business or its operations.

Risks

This section summarises the principal risks that BNPP currently considers itself to
face. They are presented in the following categories: risks related to the
macroeconomic environment, risks related to the market environment, regulatory risks
and risks related to the implementation of BNPP’s strategy, risks related to the
management of BNPP’s business, risks related to the BNPP’s operations.

(a) Adverse economic and financial conditions have in the past had and may in
the future have an impact on BNPP and the markets in which it operates.

(b) Given the global scope of its activities, BNPP may be vulnerable to certain
political, macroeconomic or financial risks in the countries and regions where
it operates.

(c) BNPP’s access to and cost of funding could be adversely affected by a
resurgence of financial crises, worsening economic conditions, rating

downgrades, increases in credit spreads or other factors.
(d) The prolonged low interest rate environment carries inherent systemic risks,
and an exit from such environment also carries risks.

(e) Significant interest rate changes could adversely affect BNPP’s revenues or
profitability.

(f) The soundness and conduct of other financial institutions and market
participants could adversely affect BNPP.

(g) BNPP may incur significant losses on its trading and investment activities
due to market fluctuations and volatility.

(h) BNPP may generate lower revenues from commission and fee-based
businesses during market downturns.

(i) Protracted market declines can reduce liquidity in the markets, making it
harder to sell assets and possibly leading to material losses.

(i) BNPP must ensure that its assets and liabilities properly match in order to
avoid exposure to losses.

(k) Laws and regulations adopted in recent years, particularly in response to the
global financial crisis, as well as new legislative proposals, may materially
impact BNPP and the financial and economic environment in which it
operates.

() BNPP could become subject to a resolution proceeding.

(m) BNPP is subject to extensive and evolving regulatory regimes in the
jurisdictions in which it operates.

(n) BNPP may incur substantial fines and other administrative and criminal
penalties for non-compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and may
also incur losses in related (or unrelated) litigation with private parties.

(o) Risks related to the implementation of BNPP’s strategic plans.

(p) BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

(q) BNPP is exposed to credit risk and counterparty risk.
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(r) A substantial increase in new provisions or a shortfall in the level of
previously recorded provisions could adversely affect BNPP’s results of
operations and financial condition.

(s) BNPP’s hedging strategies may not prevent losses.

(t) Adjustments to the carrying value of BNPP’s securities and derivatives
portfolios and BNPP’s own debt could have an impact on its net income and
shareholders’ equity.

(u) The credit ratings of BNPP may be downgraded, which would weigh on its
profitability.

(v) Intense competition by banking and non banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP’s revenues and profitability.

(w) BNPP's risk management policies, procedures and methods, may leave it
exposed to unidentified or unanticipated risks, which could lead to material
losses.

(x) An interruption in or a breach of BNPP's information systems may cause
substantial losses of client or customer information, damage to BNPP's
reputation and financial losses.

(y) BNPP's competitive position could be harmed if its reputation is damaged.

Issuer

The main risks described above in relation to BNPP also represent the main risks for
BNPP B.V., either as an individual entity or a company in the BNPP Group.

Dependency Risk

BNPP B.V. is an operating company. The assets of BNPP B.V. consist of the
obligations of other BNPP Group entities. The ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its own
obligations will depend on the ability of other BNPP Group entities to fulfil their
obligations. In respect of securities it issues, the ability of BNPP B.V. to meet its
obligations under such securities depends on the receipt by it of payments under
certain hedging agreements that it enters with other BNPP Group entities.
Consequently, Holders of BNPP B.V. securities will, subject to the provisions of the
Guarantee issued by BNPP, be exposed to the ability of BNPP Group entities to
perform their obligations under such hedging agreements.

Market Risk

BNPP B.V. takes on exposure to market risks arising from positions in interest rates,
currency exchange rates, commodities and equity products, all of which are exposed
to general and specific market movements. However, these risks are hedged by
option and swap agreements and therefore these risks are mitigated in principle.

Credit Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant concentration of credit risks as all OTC contracts are
acquired from its parent company and other BNPP Group entities. Taking into
consideration the objective and activities of BNPP B.V. and the fact that its parent
company is under supervision of the European Central Bank and the Autorité de
Contrble Prudentiel et de Résolution management considers these risks as
acceptable. The long term senior debt of BNP Paribas is rated (A) by Standard &
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Poor's and (Aa3) by Moody's.
Liquidity Risk

BNPP B.V. has significant liquidity risk exposure. To mitigate this exposure, BNPP
B.V. entered into netting agreements with its parent company and other BNPP Group
entities.

Makroekonomiska villkor och marknadsvillkor paverkar BNPP:s resultat. BNPP:s
verksamhetstyp gor BNPP séarskilt kansligt fér makroekonomiska och
marknadsrelaterade villkor i Europa.

Under 2018 fortsatte den globala tillvaxten att vara sund pa omkring 3,7 procent
(enligt IMF), vilket aterspeglar en stabiliserad tillvaxttakt i de utvecklade
ekonomierna (+2,4 procent efter +2,3 procent under 2017) och i tillvaxtekonomierna
(+4,6 procent efter +4,7 procent under 2017). Eftersom ekonomin befann sig pa
toppen av konjunkturcykeln i de stora utvecklade lénderna, fortsatte
centralbankerna att strama at anpassningen av penningpolitiken eller planerade att
strama at den. Med fortsatt mattliga inflationsnivaer kunder centralbankerna
emellertid hantera denna 6vergang gradvis och darigenom begransa riskerna for en
markerat minskad ekonomisk aktivitet. Foljaktligen férvantar sig IMF att den globala
tillvaxttakten under de tva senaste aren kommer att fortsatta 2019 (+3,5 procent)
trots en ringa avmattning som forvantas i de utvecklade ekonomierna.

Mot denna bakgrund kan féljande tva riskkategorier identifieras:
Risker for finansiell instabilitet pa grund av genomférandet av penningpolitiken

Tva risker ska betonas: skarpa rantehojningar och den aktuella, mycket anpassade
penningpolitiken som behallits for Iange.

A ena sidan medfér den fortsatta atstramningen av penningpolitiken i USA (som
inleddes 2015) och den mindre anpassade penningpolitiken i euroomradet (en
minskning av forvarven av tillgangar som bdérjade i januari 2018 och som upphérde i
december 2018) risker for ekonomisk turbulens och en ekonomisk avmattning som
ar mer uttalad an vantat. Risken for en otillrackligt kontrollerad 6kning av de langa
rantorna kan sarskilt betonas, i ett scenario med en ovantat 6kad inflation eller en
ovantad atstramning av penningpolitiken. Om denna risk blir verklighet, kan det fa
negativa konsekvenser for tillgangsmarknaderna, sarskilt de dar riskpremierna ar
extremt laga jamfort med deras historiska genomsnitt, efter ett decennium med
anpassad penningpolitik (krediter till foretag eller Iander med samre kreditvardering,
vissa sektorer pa aktie- och obligationsmarknaderna etc.) samt i vissa rantekansliga
sektorer.

A andra sidan, trots uppgangen sedan mitten av 2016 fortsatter réntorna att vara
laga, vilket kan  uppmuntra  &verdrivet risktagande  bland  vissa
finansmarknadsaktorer: langre |6ptider for finansiering och innehavda tiligangar,
mindre stringent kreditpolicy och Okad lanefinansiering. Vissa av dessa aktorer
(forsakringsbolag, pensionsfonder, formogenhetsférvaltare etc.) har en Okad
systemisk dimension och i handelse av marknadsturbulens (till exempel knuten fill
skarpt 6kade rantor och/eller en skarp kurskorrigering) kan de tvingas salja stora
innehav vid en férhallandevis svag marknadslikviditet.

Systemiska risker hdnférliga till 6kad skuldséttning
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Makroekonomiskt kan inverkan av en rantehdjning vara betydande fér Iander med
hdég offentlig och/eller privat skuld i forhallande till BNP. Detta ar sarskilt fallet for
vissa europeiska lander (sarskilt Grekland, ltalien och Portugal), som uppvisar
offentliga skuldnivaer i férhallande till BNP som ofta ligger éver 100 procent men det
galler aven for tillvaxtmarknadslander.

Mellan 2008 och 2018 redovisade de senare en marknadstkning avseende sina
statspapper, daribland statspapper i utlandsk valuta som lan av utlandska
fordringsagare. Den privata sektorn var huvudkallan till 6kningen av statspapperen,
men det galler aven den offentliga sektorn i mindre utstrackning, sarskilt i Afrika.
Dessa lander ar sarskilt sarbara for en stramare penningpolitik i de utvecklade
ekonomierna. Utflddet av kapital kan tynga vaxelkurserna, de 6kade kostnaderna for
att hantera de statspapperen, importera inflationen, och féranleda
tillvaxtmarknadslandernas centralbanker att strama at sina kreditvillkor. Detta skulle
skapa férsdmrade prognoser for den ekonomiska tillvaxten, méjliga nedgraderingar
av kreditbetygen pa statspapper och en ¢kad risk fér bankerna. Samtidigt som BNP
Paribas-koncernens exponering mot tillvaxtmarknadslander ar begransad, kan
dessa ekonomiers sarbarhet leda till storningar i de globala finansiella systemen
vilka kan paverka koncernen och potentiellt férandra koncernens resultat.

Lagg marke till att skuldrelaterad risk kan bli en verklighet, inte bara i handelse av
en skarp hdjning av réntan, utan dven med eventuella negativa tillvaxtchocker.

Nyligen intraffade och framtida férandringar av lagar och andra férordningar som
tillampas for finansinstitut kan pa en betydande inverkan pa BNPP. Atgarder som
nyligen antogs eller vilka (eller vilkas tillampningsatgarder) fortfarande ar i
utkastformat, som har eller sannolikt far en inverkan pa BNPP omfattar sarskilt:

- de strukturella reformer som omfattar den franska banklagen av den 26 juli
2013 som kraver att banker skapar dotterbolag foér eller segregerar
"spekulativa” egna transaktioner fran sin traditionella bankverksamhet,
"Volckerregeln” i USA som begransar egna transaktioner, sponsorskap och
investeringar i privata aktiefonder och hedgefonder av USA och utldndska
banker;

- férordningar som  styr kapital:  kapitalkravsdirektiv IV ("CRD
4" /kapitalkravforordningen ("CRR”), den internationella standarden for total
forlustreduceringskapacitet ("TLAC”) och BNPP:s utndmning som
finansinstitut som ar systemsikt viktig av radet for finansiell stabilitet (FSB),

- mekanismen for den europeiska tillsynsnamnden och férordningen av den
6 november 2014;

- direktivet av den 16 april 2014 som rér insattningsgarantisystem och dess
delegations- och genomférandedekret, direktivet av den 15 maj 2014 som
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etablerar en ram for aterhamtning och rekonstruktion av banker, en
gemensam  rekonstruktionsmekanism som etablerar gemensamt
radsresolution och en gemensam resolutionsfond;

- den definitiva bestdmmelsen av USA:s centralbank som infor stramare
tillsynsregler for amerikanska transaktioner av stora utldndska banker,
sarskilt skyldigheten att skapa ett separat férmedlande holdingbolag i USA
(kapitaliserat och féremal for reglering) for att hantera sina amerikanska
dotterbolag;

- de nya bestammelserna for reglering av OTC-derivat enligt avdelning VII i
Dodd-Frank-lagen "Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act’,
sarskilt marginalkraven for icke avrédknade derivatprodukter och derivat pa
vardepapper som omsatts av swaphandlare, storre swapdeltagare,
vardepappersbaserade swaphandlare och stdrre vardepappersbaserade
swapdeltagare, och reglerna fér den amerikanska vardepappers- och
fondbérskommissionen som kraver registrering av banker och stérre
swapdeltagare som ar aktiva pa derivatmarknader och transparens och
redovisning om derivattransaktioner;

— det nya direktivet om marknader for finansiella instrument ("MiFID II”) och
forordningen om marknader for finansiella instrument ("MiFIR”), och
europeiska férordningar som styr avrakningen av vissa OTC-
derivatprodukter av centraliserade motparter och yppandet av
transaktioner for vardepappersfinansiering till centraliserade organ,

— Den allmanna dataskyddsférordningen ("GDPR”) tradde i kraft den 25 maj
2018. Denna forordning syftar till att utveckla den europeiska miljon for
dataintegritet och férbattra personuppgiftsskyddet inom EU. Foretag |6per
risken att drabbas av hoga béter om de inte féljer normerna i GDPR.
Denna forordning galler alla banker som tillhandahaller tjanster fill
europeiska medborgare och

— fullbordandet av Basel 3 som publicerats av Baselkommittén i december
2017, som infér en revision av hur man mater kreditrisk, operativ risk,
risken vid justering av kreditvardering ("CVA”) vid berékning av riskviktade
tillgangar. Dessa atgarder forvantas trada i kraft i januari 2022 och kommer
att bli foremal for en nedre utdataniva (baserat pa standardiserade
metoder), som gradvis kommer att tilldmpas fran 2022 och nad nivan for
slutmalet 2027.

Med detta tuffare regelverk ar dessutom risken for att inte folja bestdmmelserna i
befintliga lagar och férordningar, sarskilt sddana som ror skydd av kundernas
intressen, betydande fér bankbranschen, vilket kan leda till omfattande férluster och
boter.

Antalet attacker dkar och har en stérre
rackvidd och &r mer avancerade inom alla sektorer, daribland finansiella tjanster.

Utkontrakteringen av ett 6kat antal processer exponerar aven BNP Paribas Group
for strukturella cybersakerhets- och teknikrisker som leder till att det kan uppsta
mojliga attacker som cyberkriminella kan utnyttja. | enlighet med detta har BNP
Paribas-koncernen en andra férsvarslinje for riskfunktionen som ar avsedd att
hantera tekniska och cyberrelaterade sakerhetsrisker. Foljaktligen anpassas
driftsstandarderna regelbundet for att stddja BNPP:s digitala utveckling och
